DEMENTIA AND SUPPORT THROUGH FELLOWSHIP: Currently in the UK, 
1 in 11 people aged 65 and over are living with dementia (NHS figures.) 
Churches are helping those in their local community as well as in the 
fellowship, both those with dementia and their carers. Many have 
become truly ‘dementia inclusive’ in their meetings and services. Louise 
Morse works with the Pilgrims’ Friend Society, a 216 year-old Christian 
charity supporting older people, and is a speaker and trainer at faith 
groups, churches, and national events. Recently she spoke at the 2023 
Keswick Convention on ‘The Power of Spiritual Support for People With 
Dementia and their Caregivers’.
